Lesson plan 1

Subjects: Art, English and French

Title: Christmas Greetings

Grade/Age: 12-13 years old

Time frame:  2 class periods

Objectives: 

1. The students will be able to design Christmas greeting cards.

2. The students will be able to write Christmas greetings in English and French to send to students from other countries.

Materials: colour cards, felt-tip pens, scissors, rubber, ruler, pencils, photographs,...

Introduction/warm up: 

How many of you love Christmas?

What is your favourite thing about Christmas?

Do you like to receive mail?

Are you interested in keeping in touch with people from other countries?

Sequence of activities: 

1. Presentation of the activity to the students.

2. Students bring the appropriate material.

3. Students make the Christmas greetings using English an French.

Summary:  The last activity will consist of sending the greetings to our partners in the Comenius Project “SoLIFE” in Romania, Poland and Portugal.

Evaluation: Assesment sheets will be prepared so that students can evaluate their own work.

Lesson plan 2

Subject: English 

Title: Christmas in Spain

Grade/Age: 13 years old

Time frame:  2 class periods

Objectives: 

The students will be able to prepare posters with texts in English and pictures about Christmas customs and traditions in Spain, about how we celebrate Christmas time in Spain.

Materials: colour cards, felt-tip pens, scissors, rubber, ruler, pencils, photographs, computers.

Introduction/warm up: 

Is Christmas celebrated in the same way everywhere?

How do you celebrate Christmas at home?

Sequence of activities: 

1. Presentation of the activity to the students.

2. Students will search for information about the topic at home.

3. They will work in groups to prepare the posters using English.

Summary:  The posters will be shown at School before Christmas holidays.

Evaluation: Assessment sheets will be prepared so that students can evaluate their own work.
