“A visit to our school”

Lesson plan 1 

Title: “Getting to know our schooll”

Subject: English

Grade/Age: 12-18 years old

Time frame:  2 class-periods

Objectives: 

Arise students awareness of the different disciplines, rooms, staff, etc. in the school

Materials:cameras, video cameras, computers

Introduction/warm up:  

· Students, in pairs, talk to each other about what they like/they don’t like about school (3’).

· Each pair report to the class, giving at least 2 positive and 2 negative things.

· The teacher writes down suggestions on blackboard.

Sequence of activities: 

1. In groups, they prepare interviews to members of differents departments.

2. They search for information of the history of our school.

3. They take pictures  and record videos of the differents parts of the school.

Summary:

They prepare a presentation of the school whith all that material.

Evaluation: 

Students complete an evaluation sheet about what they’ve learned  about the school with the activity.
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Lesson plan 2 

Title: “Preparing the reception in the school auditorium”

Subject: English, Art and Music

Grade/Age: 12-18 years old

Time frame:  4 class-periods

Objectives: 

Students will be able to prepare a reception, so that the guests get to know our school.

Materials: music instruments, decoration items, etc...

Introduction/warm up:  

· have you ever prepared an event like this?

· how can we show the best of ourselves to our guests?

Sequence of activities: 

4. Writing the script.

5. Decide about music, dance and songs performances.

6. Allote tasks.

7. Rehearse the act.

Summary:

The last activity will be the reception itself, taking pictures and recording videos of the event.

Evaluation: 

Watch video and reflect on possible improvement, based on weak and strong points.
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Lesson plan 3

Title: “Writing invitation letters”

Subject: Languages

Grade/Age: 14-16 years old

Time frame:  2 class-periods

Objectives: 

Students will be able to write invitation letters, formal and informal.

Materials: hardware, software.

Introduction/warm up:  

Brainstorming: who can we invite?  

Sequence of activities: 

1. Students vote on the school or institution they're going to invite.

2. How to write a letter? Give them models of formal and informal letters.

3. In groups, they write letters, choosing the language according to the guests.

Summary:

Sending the invitations.

Evaluation: 

Teacher and students assesses all the letters, they choose the best one(s) and the final letter(s) is/are posted to the guests.
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Lesson plan 4

Title: “What can we show them”

Subject: Languages

Grade/Age: 14-16 years old

Time frame:  2 class-periods

Objectives: 

Students will be able to prepare a schedule for the visit.

Materials: hardware, software.

Introduction/warm up:  

Have you ever been a guide to a place?

What do you need to be a good guide?

Sequence of activities: 

1. In groups, teacher assigns different tasks to each group.

2. They do research on school history.

3. They do research on activities developed in the school.

4. They write/make interviews of the administrators.

5. They find teachers who volunteer on showing their work

6. They collect information from other groups and write a draft of the spotlights of the school.

7. They prepare the final schedule for the visit.

Summary:

Let everyone in the school know the schedule.

Send it to our guests.

Evaluation: 

Teacher and students evaluate the activity, taking into account the strong and weak points.
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Lesson plan 5

Title: “Writing a report of the visit”

Subject: Languages

Grade/Age: 14-16 years old

Time frame:  2 class-periods

Objectives: 

Students will be able to write a report on the visit to our school, so that it can be published in the school journal, or in a local newspaper.

Materials: hardware, software.

Introduction/warm up:  

Brainstorming: What can you recall of the visit?

Sequence of activities: 

1. Deciding on format: web/newspaper.

2. Assigning tasks: writers, designers, tecnicians...

3. Following the steps of the event, each group writes a report.

4. In computer lab, they upload the result.

Summary:

The report on the event is published on the web journal and/or in a local newspaper.

Evaluation: 

Students assess each other's work, based on a rubric provided by teacher.
